(recommened SFI spec. 3.3). Driver's helmet MUST conform to Snell Foundation SA2005 Standards or SFI spec. 31.1A (open face)
or 31.2A (closed face) and have confirmation sticker visible for inspection. Drivers are REQUIRED to wear eye protection at all times.

Positions 25 and 26 will be for past champions, if all past champions are already in the field, then the next
two fastest based on quailifying times will be added to the starting field.
